Some facts about Top Marques Monaco 2011 

Grimaldi Forum Monaco 14-17th April
· Over 33,000 visitors visited over the four days – a 10% increase on 2010’s show. 
· High profiles VIPS and High Net Worth Individuals came from around the world with an increase in guests from emerging power China. The 8th edition was opened at 9h30 on 14th April 2011 by Mayor of Monaco, Georges Marsan and the show’s patron H.S.H. Prince Albert II visited the VVIP private show viewing later the same evening. 
· It was the first time in the 8 years of the show’s history that test drives took place on a closed-to-traffic Monaco Grand Prix F1 track, giving drivers the opportunity to really pump the power on the cars and experience their superior capabilities on the iconic Racasse corner. 
· There were 28 cars in the pits for test drive, including Bugatti Pur Sang, four cars from Gembella including their launch car the Mistale, Dartz’s combat vehicle the Prombron, Koenigsegg CCX, Marussia, Noble M600, Machbach’s Xenatec Coupe, Melkus RS1000, GTA Motor’s Spano, Garia’s electric about town & golf cart and the vintage Bentley Special Speed 8.
· Launches at Top Marques Monaco 2011:

1 world premiere of flying water toy, the Jet-Lev Flyer, the German-built, James bond style flying water machine by EAMS, which did daily water demonstrations in the Med flying past the window of the show’s VIP Lounge and in view of the Queen Mary II, which was docked in view of the Grimaldi Forum. Cost: 129,000 Euro.

1 hybrid e-bike world premiere – from the Republic of Hungary the M55 custom is made by utilizing technologies and materials used in the Formula One and electric super sportcars; titanium, carbon fiber to mention a few. Cost 35,000 Euro.

1   Real estate world premiere launch of plans for the Tour Odéon, the largest real estate project currently under construction in the Principality of Monaco. At 170 metres tall this avant-garde style “skyscraper’ offers a genuine luxurious living space, comprising accommodation, offices and shops.
1 sculpture world premiere – An interpretation of the legendary Ferrari 250 GTO by Swiss designer Dante. Precision handcrafted and hand-finished in sumptuous 24 carat gold leaf. Cost: CHF150,000. · 110 exhibitors with hundreds of brands & products
· 108 cars on display either inside the Grimaldi Forum or outside in the pits where they were available for test drives on a closed-to-traffic circuit by La Piscine. Among which there was the environmentally friendly, electric, 400 horsepower Fisker Karma, which was inspired by a conversation with H.S.H. Prince Albert II and the bio ethanol powered Koenigsegg Agera.
· 24 watch brands; including five from the prominent Richemont Group (IWC, Jaeger-LeCoultre, Montblanc, Piaget & Roger Dubuis). La Monègasque by Roger Dubuis was inspired by the casino in the Principality.  There were also many exclusive independent timepiece brands present. The prestigious Swiss company Franck Muller presented the Aeternitas Mega 4, the most complicated watch in the world. Cost 1.7 million Euro. 
· 13 super day boats & water toys : first year the show featured this category of boat under the umbrella of the supercar show. Sea trials took place in Port Fontvieille, including Goldfish, the fastest boat with up to 175km/hour
· 19 luxury product brands including & fine jewelry brands; including Luzzo Bespoke Limited which presented engineered furniture and lifestyle goods inspired by and using luxury car parts. 
Fastest car exhibited:

Bugatti Veyron 16.4 Pur Sang with 16-cylinder four-wheel drive, boasting a maximum speed of more than 400 km per hour.
Most amazing watches:

Franck Muller’s most complicated watch in the world the Aeternitas Mega 4, with more than 1,483 parts and 36 complications. Cost 1.7 million Euro.
Roger Dubuis presented their latest high end model, La Monègasque, inspired by the casino in the Principality of Monaco.
Ateliers DeMonaco debuted its magnificent new limited edition model, La Sirène studded with blue topaz, which was inspired by the future Princess Charlene Wittstock. The charming bride-to-be was presented with a gift of the first of only ten to be crafted in the world.

The 21 Blackjack by Christophe Claret, which allows the wearer to play Blackjack and on the reverse side of the face a game of roulette.
Fastest boat exhibited: 
The 36 P1 Supersport Goldfish by Parton Yachting with performance like no other boat of its size with top speeds from 140km/h to 175km/h depending on engine option.
Fast cars & fast sales

The speed of sales of cars mirrored the speed of the machines with Gemballa’s world premiere launch of the Tornado, which didn’t even make it for a test drive on the iconic Monaco Grand Prix F1 circuit before it was sold for 535,000 Euro within 16 seconds of the show doors opening on Thursday 14th April. Koenigsegg’s bio ethanol Agera in snow white, complete with a closed ski gear rooftop was bought within minutes for over one million Euro by one of China’s richest entrepreneurs over for his second Top Marques.  A seabob was sold every hour of the four days of the show. 
Other novelties and news:
The new feature to the show Top Marques Superboats was launched with 13 of the world’s finest, fastest, state-of-the-art day boat manufacturers, which were dry docked on the esplanade of the Grimaldi Forum, forming a spectacular entrance to the show, while others moored in Port Fontvieille ready for sea trials.  Top Marques Superboats was sponsored by prestigious watch maker Roger Dubuis, part of the prominent Richemont Group.
High profile visitors to the show included U.K. TV & Radio Presenter Chris Evans who unveiled and then bought the magnificent 24-carat gold sculpture by Dante of the iconic Ferrari 250 GTO sports coupé (limited edition of 10 pieces produced worldwide). Price: CHF150,000
Inspired by cars to create art German designer Marco Mehn presented his Mini Cooper encrusted in 12,000 Swarovski crystals by hand.
